What is PBIS?
Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS) is a proactive systems approach to establishing behavior supports and social culture needed for all students in school to achieve academic, behavioral, and social success.  PBIS and Viking “PRIDE” help to encourage a positive learning environment for students and also directly teaches our students important behavioral skills for life outside the halls of NBHS.  

What does PBIS look like at NBHS? 

PRIDE is a newly renovated incentive program designed to challenge each student to improve their school attendance, academic achievement and overall behavior.  All students are expected to be respectful, responsible, and productive in the classroom and throughout their school career.  The students are directly taught the expectations and are reinforced when these correct behaviors occur throughout the school.  

In an effort to challenge each student to improve their school attendance, academic achievement, and overall behavior staff will be taught directly how to show respect, responsibility, and be productive in the classroom.  When students are exhibiting these behaviors staff will reinforce positive behaviors by awarding students Viking Tickets for outstanding acts and behavior which can be redeemed in a variety of ways.  

New to the PRIDE program is the Viking PRIDE Privilege Program.  The Viking PRIDE Privilege Program is a privilege-based incentive program at North Boone High School aimed at rewarding students for their academic, behavioral, and social success.   Students earn privileges at the end of each quarter for the next quarter.  Students can earn exam exemption coupons, discounted parking, hall passes, off-campus lunch privileges, and dance privileges throughout the year.  
How can you be involved as a parent?

· Encourage your children to take PRIDE (Be respectful, Be responsible, Be Productive) in their behaviors at school and at home.  

· Encourage participation in school activities, clubs, and sports.  Students who are involved take more away from their high school experience.  

· If you have concerns about the academic, social, or behavioral success of your child, contact his/her guidance counselor.
